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NEW USC Fisher Gallery’s PHOTOGRAPHIC ACQUISITION TO BE UNVEILED IN SPRING 2008

This collection of photographs by artist Donald Bandler includes portraits, impressions of the life of Cyprus, details of the architecture, and an exploration 
of human identity.

Los Angeles—Donald Bandler: A Roving Eye on Cyprus opens on February 26, 2008 at the USC Fisher Gallery in Los Angeles. This exhibition, which runs until April 19, 2008, presents a selection of photographic landscapes, portraits, and still lives culled from a recent gift to the USC Fisher Gallery of 132 photographs taken by talented photographer and former US Ambassador to the Republic of Cyprus Donald Bandler. 
Donald Bandler acted as the U.S. Ambassador to Cyprus from 1999 to 2002. During his explorations of Nicosia’s narrow streets and limestone buildings, he documented the people and places of Cyprus, including portraits, impressions of life in Cyprus, details of the architecture, and an overall discussion of human identity as it relates to the political and social climate of a particular place. The exhibition Donald Bandler: A Roving Eye on Cyprus also incorporates a series of images depicting the "green line," a politically charged buffer zone in the divided capital of Nicosia. This project allowed Bandler to explore the aspects of photography that interest him most: composition; light and color; magnification and grain; symbols—innocent and political; how time and weather collude to create texture and patina; and the interaction of people and places.
