A formal public renaming celebration will take place in the fall of 2008 coinciding with the opening of the exhibition Phantasmagoria.

· It was founded by Elizabeth Holmes Fisher in 1939

· The USC Fisher Gallery was the first museum in the city of Los Angeles to be exclusively dedicated to the preservation, collection, interpretation and exhibition of fine art. 

· It has permanent collections consisting of 2,000 artworks including groups of 19th century American landscapes, especially of the Hudson River Valley School; 16th and 17th century European paintings including works by Giovanni Paolo Pannini and Peter Paul Rubens; 18th century British portraiture featuring Thomas Gainsborough and Sir Joshua Reynolds; and 19th century French Barbizon paintings with super works by Theodore Rousseau, Jean Francois Millet and Gustave Courbet. Its modern collection includes works on paper, paintings and sculptures ranging from Salvador Dali to Andy Warhol. Its contemporary art collection shows a concentration of Chicano, Spanish, and Latin American art. 

· Paintings from Fisher's permanent collection have been on loan to the J. Paul Getty Museum, LACMA and the Huntington Library, Art Collections and Botanical Gardens.
